Eligibility

1 You are eligible for this
program if you:

1 20/200 or less in better eye
with correcting lenses

B Cannot see well enough to
read standard print

B Are unable to handle print
books or turn pages
because of a physical
handicap

B Are certified by a medical

doctor as having a reading
disability, due to an
organic dysfunction

charge

materials, flip the index
card over on the
materials to return
them free of charge
